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Gaining Recognition for your
International Education?

Do you have a university degree from another country? Obtaining a credential evaluation is often the
first step to gain access to educational and employment opportunities in the United States.

A credential evaluation is an expert analysis of a degree or diploma earned abroad. There is no single
agency that completes credential evaluations in the United States. However, approved agencies are
listed by the National Association of Credential Evaluation Services (NACES).?

Because each institution—whether it be an employer, educational institution, or licensing board—has
its own requirements for credential evaluations, always contact the institution you are submitting your
evaluation to before requesting a credential evaluation.

Are your credentials from Afghanistan, Eritrea, Iraq, Syria, Turkey, Ukraine, or Venezuela? Do
you have limited proof of academic achievements as a result of adverse circumstances in one of
these countries? The WES Gateways Program may be able to assist you to receive a credential
evaluation report.* YWCA Tulsa serves as the local referral partner for the program. Email YWCA

Career Options in the Field
of Education™

Once you know the United States equivalent of your international degree you can use the information
to explore your career options and decide if further education is necessary. Some internationally trained
teachers gain United States work experience in entry-level professions as they pursue certification.
Others decide to return to school to gain qualifications for mid- or senior-level jobs. When you are
looking at jobs that interest you, look for the minimum academic requirements needed to qualify for the
position. Minimum academic requirements may vary based on where you decide to work (e.g. public
and private institutions may have different requirements).

Minimum Academic Requirements: Associate degree
An associate degree is generally the equivalent of two years of higher education.

Minimum Academic Requirements: Bachelor’s Degree
A bachelor’s degree is generally the equivalent of four years of higher education. A bachelor’s degree is
required for a teaching job in Oklahoma traditional public, charter, and private schools.

Minimum Academic Requirements: Master’s Degree in Education (M.Ed.)

A master’s degree is generally the equivalent of one to two years of study in an advanced degree
program after obtaining a bachelor’s degree. A master’s degree is generally required for administrative
or specialized positions.

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Types of Schools

There are many K-12 school options in the United States including: traditional public, charter, and private
schools. Each type of school may have different employment opportunities and requirements to teach.

Traditional Public Schools

e Are required to hire certified teachers

— To work in a traditional public school, internationally trained teachers need to meet the
same requirements as the United States- educated teachers, so even if you have many
years of experience, you must obtain a new teaching certification in the United States (see
Certification section).

e (Called public because they are funded by tax dollars and open to every resident
e |ocated within school districts

e Must adhere to education standards set by the state education board

e Governed by a democratically- elected school board

Charter Schools

¢ Are not required to hire certified teachers, but often choose to do so

e Are public schools that are independent of school districts through contracts with state
or local boards

e Are open to all children

¢ Do not require entrance exams

e Cannot charge tuition

e Must participate in state testing and federal accountability programs

e Have their own set of rules and performance standards that they are held accountable to.
This is called their charter.

Private Schools

e Are not required to hire certified teachers, and generally establish their own criteria
for hiring teachers

e Are not funded or operated by federal, state, or local governments

¢ Are not paid for by public tax dollars and are not subject to the same regulations
that govern public schools

e Have their own admissions and tuition requirements

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Teacher Certification

If you decide to pursue a school level (Pre-K-12) teaching position at a traditional public school,
you will need a state-issued teacher certification.®* In Oklahoma, the Oklahoma State Department of
Education issues teacher certifications.®®

A state-issued teacher certification is not always required to teach in charter or private schools.
Check with the charter or private school you are interested in working for to learn more about their
requirements for teaching positions.

In general, for certification, you will need:

e A degree from an international institution of higher education and a foreign credential evaluation
from an authorized agency

¢ \Verification of legal authorization to work in the United States
e Proficiency in spoken and written English

e Savings to pay for cost associated with certification like credential evaluations, transcript
translation, background checks, exams, and certification processing fees

e Proficiency with computers and online application systems
e Resume
e Documentation of work; may need letters of reference

Obtaining an Oklahoma Teacher Certificate if you are Certified

Out-of-Country?3¢

To obtain an Oklahoma teaching certificate if you are certified outside of the United States follow the
steps below.

Please keep in mind it is the applicants’ responsibility to have credentials, letters, documents, etc.
translated by a reputable educational credential evaluation service.

If you do not have a teaching credential from abroad, a Bachelor’s Degree in Education and/or
recent teaching experience, the Oklahoma Alternative Placement Program for Teacher Certification
or Emergency Certification may be best for you. For more information on these and other
certification pathways see Appendix 1: Additional Certification Paths.

General Requirements:

Minimum of a Bachelor’s Degree in Education (BA ED) and a copy of your teaching credential
Evidence of good standing as a member of the teaching profession

Verification of lawful presence and authorization to work in the United States

Oral and written English proficiency

Additional Requirements:

Degree and credential evaluation by a reputable educational credential service approved by
the State Dept. of Education (SDE), including the National Association of Credential Evaluation
Services (NACES), Institute of Foreign Credential Services (IFCS), or an Oklahoma institution of
higher education approved by the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education.®” %

If a license is not held, you will need to provide the documentation that would demonstrate in
your own country that you are eligible to be employed as a teacher. This should be transcripts
from your teacher training program and a letter from the university indicating this qualifies you to
teach in your country.

Evidence of good standing as a member of the teaching profession whose teaching certification
has not been revoked or suspended. You can provide a written letter from the licensing authority
that issued your out-of-country certification or the school system where you were most recently
employed.

Documentation confirming you were employed as a teacher for at least 2 of the 5 years
preceding your application for certification. Teaching experience may be confirmed with a
properly completed and verified “Proof of Teaching Experience” form.3®

Letter of recommendation from a national, regional, or local education official or school
administrator who worked with or evaluated you in a professional capacity

Current Oklahoma national criminal history record check for certification*®
Completed Application for Oklahoma School Certificate and application fee*!
The teaching certificate must be renewed every five years.

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Accelerated and Alternative Pathways
to Jobs in Education

Because the teacher certification process can be complex, many programs exist to offer accelerated or
alternative pathways to obtain a teaching job in the field of education.

Teaching Programs

Tulsa Teacher Corps*

Tulsa Teacher Corps is a tuition-free program which prepares candidates with the skills they need
to successfully lead a classroom and build a meaningful career at Tulsa Public Schools (TPS). After
satisfactorily completing summer training and meeting Tulsa Public Schools’ requirements for
employment, corps members receive a full teacher’s salary, begin a pathway to certification, and
receive a comprehensive benefits package when they begin teaching.

Requirements:

e Hold a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university

e Have a minimum GPA of 2.5 for general education (or a 2.75 for special education®)

e Submit a current résumé and names of two references who have supervised your work
¢ Meet all legal requirements to work in the United States

¢ Pass a criminal background check and drug test before the start of summer training

e Be available for a six-week intensive summer training in Tulsa

¢ Be willing to teach in Tulsa Public Schools upon completion of training

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Special Education Boot Camp?®

The Oklahoma State Department of Education (OSDE) offers a certification program specifically for
those interested in becoming special education teachers. Candidates who meet the criteria below and
are interested in obtaining a non-traditional special education certification are encouraged to apply for
consideration when cohorts are available. Space is limited, and acceptance into the OSDE boot camp
program is not guaranteed.

Requirements:
¢ Minimum of a bachelor’s degree with a grade point average of 2.75 or higher from an Institution
of Higher Education holding Regional Accreditation

¢ Have a recommendation from a representative at a school district or institution of higher
education

e Complete a 150-clock hour boot camp program that includes 120 hours of training and 30
hours of field experience

e Commit to continued education at a master’s degree level
e Pass a national background check for certification
¢ Provide verification of legal authorization to work in the United States

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Educational Programs for Early Childhood Education

CDA for Bilingual Educators program at Tulsa Community College

The Child Development Associate (CDA) credential is a national credential for those who want to work
with infants, toddlers, or preschoolers. The CDA for Bilingual Educators program at Tulsa Community
College is a program in Tulsa for Spanish speaking participants that guides English Language Learners
(ELL) through the completion of the credential. Students who complete the CDA are eligible to work as
Teacher Assistants at any child development center in the United States.

In this program, Spanish speaking participants receive support, advising, mentoring, and instruction
(144 clock hours/5 courses) for the CDA requirement courses, take 5 English supplemental classes
concurrently with the CDA courses to improve their English language proficiency, and get 480 hours
of work experience with children at Tulsa Educare (TE) I, Il, lll and IV. These internship opportunities
provide students with academic and career support that can lead to employment with TE. Classes,
textbooks, internship and professional development activities are covered by a scholarship.

Requirements:

e High School Diploma or GED

e Education, experience or interest in working in the area of early childhood education
e Employment authorization documents

e Availability to work 15 paid hours a week at a child development center

e Availability to attend classes at night during a year

CDA Program for Working Adults at Tulsa Community College

Tulsa Community College offers a one semester fast track program for individuals who are already
working with children in the classrooms. This program is offered online and focuses on 144 clock
hours/5 courses, which students are expected to complete in 4 months. Classes, textbooks and
professional development activities are covered by a scholarship.

Requirements and Expectations:

¢ High School Diploma or GED
e Education and experience working in the area of early childhood education
e Complete the required 480 hours of work experience with children at any child development center

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Additional Opportunities at Tulsa Community College (TCC)

The cost of courses at community colleges are generally less expensive than courses at
universities. Starting coursework at a community college, like Tulsa Community College (TCC),
and transferring to a four-year college could help you save money while expanding your job
opportunities.

Workforce Development Degrees and Certificate Programs

TCC offers workforce development degree and certificate programs designed to prepare students
for direct entry into the workforce. These programs may advance students within their current career
positions or open doors to new career opportunities.

Child Development, A.A.S- Early Childhood: This degree plan is designed to prepare students to work
in programs serving preschool children.%

Child Development Certificate, Certificate of Mastery: This curriculum is designed for students
who are currently working in child care to advance in their employment in either early childhood
or infant-toddler or family child care programs.®' This curriculum addresses the national Child
Development Associate competencies and functional areas. As part of this curriculum plan,
students complete the application and assessment process for the CDA National Credential
administered by the Council for Professional Recognition.®?

Transfer Programs

TCC also offers transfer programs which are designed to help students receive both an associates
degree and a bachelor’s degree. Receiving a bachelor’s degree can help open the door to additional
career options as listed in the Career Pathways in the Field of Education section.

Child Development, A.S.- Early Education OU Transfer: This option is for students who want to teach
infants through third grade children.®® Students should consult the University of Oklahoma (OU) transfer
catalog and work with an academic counselor at TCC or OU to carefully select courses that will meet
the baccalaureate and associate degree programs. This degree transfers to OU.

Apply online.®®

Complete the mandatory substitute online training using the link provided via email after you
submit your application.

Provide an official copy of your evaluated high school diploma or GED equivalent, college
transcript, or teaching certificate (if Oklahoma-certified). Your international credentials must be
evaluated by a NACES-Approved agency. Note: Generally you will need two official or certified
copies, one for Oklahoma State Department of Education and one for Tulsa Public Schools.

Provide verification of lawful presence and authorization to work in the United States.
Pass the required background checks.

Pursue paid, non-certified positions at schools

¢ If you would like to work at a school but are not ready to teach, you can begin by pursuing jobs
as operations staff. Operations staff includes: Office administrators, monitors for recess, early
childcare assistants, bus drivers, cafeteria workers, building custodians and more.

Reminder: A state-issued teacher certification like the ones listed below is required to teach Pre-K-12
at a traditional public school. A state-issued teacher certification is not always required to teach in
charter or private schools. Check with the charter or private school you are interested in working for to
learn more about their requirements for teaching positions.

The Oklahoma State Department of Education requires that any degrees and teaching credentials
earned from a country other than the United States be evaluated by a reputable educational
credential service approved by the State Dept. of Education (SDE), including the National
Association of Credential Evaluation Services (NACES), Institute of Foreign Credential Services
(IECS), or an Oklahoma institution of higher education approved by the Oklahoma State Regents
for Higher Education.® " Applicants are responsible for any costs involved.

Path 1: Oklahoma Alternative Placement Program for Teacher
Certification®®

This route to certification is best if:

¢ You have a non-teaching degree
¢ You have not been offered a teaching position

Minimum Requirements
Hold one of the following:

e Bachelor’s Degree with a retention grade point average of 2.5 or higher from an institution whose
accreditation is recognized by the Oklahoma Regents for Higher Education (OSRHE)

e Bachelor’s degree from an institution whose accreditation is recognized by OSRHE, plus 2 years of
qualified work experience in a field corresponding to the area(s) of certification you intend to seek

e Terminal Degree (ex. doctorates of philosophy or education (PhD), EdD), professional doctorates
((MD, DO, JD, DVM, etc.)) in any field from an institution accredited by a national or regional
accrediting agency recognized by the United States Department of Education

Successfully pass the Oklahoma Subject Area Test (OSAT) in the subject area the Oklahoma
State Department of Education has approved for you to pursue the alternative pathway. Once
certified in an approved subject area, additional subject areas offered in the program can be
added by testing.

If you have never been certified to teach in Oklahoma, complete fingerprinting within three
months of your request for certification. Make your appointment here.” Use the service
code 2B7KS5 for State Department of Education - Teacher Cettification. There is a fee for
fingerprinting. Please check the IdentoGO website for a fee schedule.”

. After you have passed the OSAT, submit the Initial Alternative Certification Application with

a processing fee (money order or check) to the Oklahoma State Department of Education.”

Each applicant will have a different set of requirements, based on previously completed
coursework and/or work experience.

2. Successfully complete all Praxis Performance Assessment for Teachers (PPAT) requirements.

3. Apply for standard certification, which is renewed every five years. A $50 fee is required.™

Path 2: Emergency Certification’®

This route to certification is best if:

¢ You have never been a teacher at an accredited public school
¢ You have been offered a teaching position at a school, but are not yet certified

Emergency certification is a temporary measure enacted by certain school districts in some states,
including Tulsa Public Schools, to address shortages of certified teachers.

Emergency certification is valid for one school year. Once emergency certification is granted, you
have to complete the appropriate route to certification.

Steps to Acquiring Emergency Certification at Tulsa Public Schools

e Obtain a teaching position.

¢ Meet with a Tulsa Public Schools talent specialist to begin the emergency certification
request process.

¢ Provide verification of legal authorization to work in the United States.
e Provide official evaluated transcripts and an updated résumé to your talent specialist.

¢ You will receive instructions from Talent Management at Tulsa Public Schools when your
emergency request has been submitted to set up an online account with the Oklahoma State
Department of Education.

e Apply for emergency certification through the online certification account.
e Pay a processing fee.

e If all requirements are met, your emergency request should be approved at the next state
board meeting.

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Path 3: Career Development Program Path for Paraprofessionals
to Attain Teacher Certification”®

This route to certification is best if:

¢ You have been a paraprofessional for one full school year (or two consecutive semesters)
with a public school

¢ You have not been offered a teaching position

¢ You are seeking to earn certification in early childhood (Pre-K through 3rd grade),
elementary education (1st through 8th grades), or special education

Minimum Requirements

¢ Hold a bachelor’s degree with a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 in any area

¢ Have at least one year of experience working as a paraprofessional OR one year as an
emergency certified teacher

* Pass at least one Oklahoma Subject Area Test (OSAT) in Early Childhood Education, Elementary
Education, OR Special Education.” The test you pass must be in the area of your experience.

Steps:

1. Successfully pass the Oklahoma Subject Area Test (OSAT).

2. Complete fingerprinting at an IdentoGo location for certification purposes. Visit
https://ok.ibtfingerprint.com/ to make your appointment. Use the service code 2B7KS5
for State Department of Education - Teacher Certification. There is a fee for fingerprinting.
Please check the IdentoGO website for a fee schedule.®

3. Submit an Application for Oklahoma Paraprofessional to Apply for Teaching Certificate,
application fee (check or money order), official evaluated transcripts, a letter on school
letterhead verifying one year of paraprofessional experience with grade level, and verification
of legal authorization to work in the United States.®'

4. Receive a provisional certification.

6. Within three years, successfully complete at least one full school year of teaching service
in a public or private school accredited by the State Board of Education or a private school
accrediting organization approved by the Board and receive a favorable recommendation
from that school.

7. Complete the PPAT

8. Submit the Application for Oklahoma School Certificate to apply for standard certification,
which is renewed every five years.®? Submit your application with a $50 fee (paid via check or

money order) and official transcripts reflecting the professional education coursework completed.
